SNOW AND ICE CONTROL PLAN

The Snow and Ice Control Plan identifies the procedures and departmental responsibilities

associated with managing winter weather conditions. The following six primary tasks are

addressed:

1. Annual pre-season meeting

2. Dissemination of winter weather information

3. Communications and Coordination of resources during snow removal operations

4. Measuring and Reporting Movement Area pavement surface conditions

5. Winter weather runway closure, condition assessment, and reopening criteria

6. Winter weather contaminant removal and clean-up operations

1. Annual Pre-season Meetinq

The Airport Maintenance and Airport Operations Managers will convene an annual pre­

season meeting reviewing roles and responsibilities for those who are included in the plan.

Representatives of the following departments and agencies are invited to attend:

• Maintenance, Operations, Police, Fire, Engineering, and Public Affairs

• FAA: ATCT, Airways Facilities, and Flight Standards

• Airlines and other Airport Tenant Businesses

• FBOs and The South Carolina Department of Aeronautics

• The National Weather Service

• Mutual Aid resources

Items for discussion include:

• Updating Mutual Aid resources and contact numbers

• Updating telephone and fax numbers as well as contact personnel

• Reviewing snow and ice removal procedures

• Reviewing "lessons learned" from previous events

• Ensuring the Airport has an adequate supply of gasoline and diesel fuel available

• Ensuring our FAA-approved pavement friction
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measuring devices are operational, up-to-date on ..
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recalibration, and all Operations Department personnel

have completed initial or annual recurrent training
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
